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NORTH-EASTERN BLACK SEA REGION ON OLD GEOGRAPHICAL MAPS:
EVOLUTION OF TOPONYMY

Based on the systematization and analysis of the old geographical maps covering
the North-Eastern Black Sea region, the evolution of the toponymic system of this region
(primarily the coast) has been studied. The paper presents the results of a study of thirty-
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five unique cartographic works created in the period from the middle of the 12" to the
beginning of the 20" centuries, reconstructing the geographical picture of the Ancient
Era, the Middle Ages, or reflecting the situation close to the time of their compilation
and publication. Most of the maps, in accordance with the purposes of this study, and the
toponymic information they contain, are being introduced into scientific circulation for
the first time. Five stages of development of the regional toponymic system are identified:
1) the most ancient, associated with the formation of a local substrate basis, 2) ancient
— with the appearance of elements introduced as a result of Greek and then Roman
colonization, 3) medieval — with Italian colonization of the Late Middle Ages, 4) new
— with transformations during the period when the territory was part of the Ottoman
Empire and the introduction of Turkic onomastic elements in Modern times, 5) the newest
— with the adaptation of the heritage and the formation of a modern system as a result of
Russian colonization from the end of the 18th century.
